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Abstract

The article reviews the specifics of the semantic field of the lexeme grey in the language of modern media. The material
for the philological analysis was 162 articles from English and American newspapers, which were selected by continuous
sampling. The main method of research was contextual analysis. The analysis of the material showed that the dominant
semantic field of the mentioned lexeme is the meaning "grey". The authors note that the semantics of grey is heterogeneous
and is interpreted differently in different contexts. The peripheral zone of the semantic field of the lexeme grey consists of such
meanings as "old", "illegal", "unreliable", "polluted" and "hidden".
