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Abstract

The article is devoted to the analysis of the activities of the international organization for migration (IOM), which is one of
the main institutions for the regulation of international migration. The research is based on the analysis of IOM normative
documents and secondary analysis of data from foreign studies. The paper focuses on the main roles and activities of the IOM
and the problems of institutional power in the context of the IOM. The results of the study demonstrate the existing
contradictions of the evaluation of the IOM's activities, in particular, its dependence on the political decisions of states, as well
as limited subjectivity in terms of the implementation of migration strategies. In conclusion, the role of the IOM as one of the
main institutions in the field of regulation of migration processes and the existing potential of this organization are noted.
