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Abstract

The conditions of globalization in the modern world contribute to the intensification of international educational contacts.
Numerous young people seek to continue their education outside their home country. The effectiveness of the adaptation
process of foreign students to study in Russian universities is the key to the successful development of the Russian education
system in the international market of educational services. Through an analytical review and an empirical study of the features
of adaptation of foreign students on the basis of N. P. Ogarev Moscow State University, the main difficulties of linguistic,
sociocultural, psychophysical and educational and cognitive nature were identified. The article provides recommendations for
solving the identified problems.
