BURIALS OF AVAR WARLORDS IN TRANSYLVANIA

Abstract

The article presents a review of the monograph by the Romanian archaeologist C. Cosma: "Burials of Avar warlords in
Transylvania". Its relevance is due to the fact that this topic is new for the Romanian historiography of the early Middle Ages,
and the monograph erases the "white spot" from the archaeological map. On the materials of the Avar necropolises of
Transylvania, Cosma identifies the burials of Avar warlords and determines the place of this region in the hierarchy of the Avar
Kaganate. The burials of the military elite are distinguished by a set of defensive and offensive weapons and horse equipment.
A special place is occupied by military belts with bronze and silver overlays, which served as an indicator of the high status of
their owners.
