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Abstract

The relevance of the work is determined by the fact that the phenomenon of ambiversion is still a matter of debate among
psychologists, physicians, philosophers, sociologists and specialists of other related sciences. Researchers analyse the essence
of this personality type and the problems of its interpretation: some believe that ambivert is a separate independent genetically
determined personality type, with which a person is born and remains so throughout their life, others come to the conclusion
that ambiversion is a synthesis of extraversion and introversion, formed under the influence of external and internal factors, as
a consequence, this personality type is capable of intrapersonal and external transformations. Modern conditions of human life
are even more conducive to the manifestation of diverse qualities of an individual, which, hypothetically, allows to disclose
and correct the line of behaviour and thinking of this or that psychological type. Taking into account the fact that ambiversion
has not been practically studied before, and psychological problems have been researched mainly on the male audience, the
novelty of this article is conditioned. The prevalence of external stressors today exacerbates various life situations, which not
only has an impact on women's behaviour, but also helps to identify the gender facets of ambiverts in a dynamically changing
environment. This article used such methods as interdisciplinary theoretical study of scientific literature on the identified
problem, method of structuring and systematization of material. A balanced personality profile makes ambivert women more
emotionally stable, reserved and self-sufficient, which has a positive impact on the level of their psychological well-being. The
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duality of interpretation lies in the presence of the inert ambivert type, which is "characterized by inertness, self-sufficiency,
reticence, and depth of feeling" and the progressive ambivert, whose traits are manifested in "striving for development,
compromise, flexibility, and initiative". Although most people lean toward one side of the continuum personality scale,
ambiverts are able to operate with the personality traits and preferences of both types. The question of why an ambivert woman
is able to adapt to social contexts in one way or another has a dual aspect, as the personality type is hypothesized to be both a
genetically determined quality and shaped by external resources, radicals and stimuli.
