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Abstract

The work examines the foreign trade activity of Russia with the countries of the East in the second half of the XIX century,
in particular with Afghanistan, analyses the Russian-Afghan trade and identifies the prospects for its development.

Due to the increased needs of the Russian textile industry for raw materials, Russia became the main importer of Afghan
cotton, the production of which until the second half of the 80s of the XIX century was used only for processing into fabrics in
Afghanistan itself. Export of cotton from Afghanistan to Russia in 1890 was 320 poods, and in 1900 reached 48 thousand
poods.

Along with cotton, one of the most important places in the range of Afghan goods imported to Russia was occupied by
caracul, which was previously mainly imported to Europe via Iran. The annual export of Afghan caracul to Russia averaged
100,000-150,000 skins.
