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Abstract

The article is devoted to the problems of the spiritual state of modern student youth, as the main guarantor of the future
prosperity of our state. The perception of yourself, your environment and your own place in life is one of the most important
issues considered in this study. Young people currently live in difficult and sometimes uncertain conditions, when everything
changes very quickly. Therefore, the identification of oneself in this changeable world stands in front of them very sharply. It is
also important to understand that traditional practices of spiritual development give way to worldview, mental, such as
watching films, Internet content, communication on social networks. And this, in turn, does not always have a positive impact
on the psyche and health of young people. The problems of psychological and philosophical and spiritual development of
student youth are based on the peculiarities of their perception of their own behavior. The study was attended by 134 students
of two institutes of the Moscow City Pedagogical University: the Institute of Pedagogy and Psychology of Education and the
Institute of Economics, Management and Law. The study allows us to conclude that students assess their attitude to life in
terms of idealizing their own perception and interaction with society.
