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Abstract

The aim of the study is to determine the features of representation of the linguocognitive concept FREEDOM in the
advertising tourist narrative (on the example of Lake Baikal). The novelty of the work is determined by the fact that for the
first time conceptual models of reality, which correlate with fragments of the worldview of freedom, have been identified in
relation to the advertising tourist narrative. The paper presents different interpretations of the term "freedom", examines the
conceptual understanding of freedom, as well as our understanding of these terms. As a result of the research it is established
that the linguocognitive concept FREEDOM forms and regulates the behaviour of a potential consumer of tourist services in
the natural, anthropomorphic, sociomorphic and artefactual aspects of reality with a dominant axiological beginning, as well as
in initiation-symbolic practices.
