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Abstract

The article presents the results of the study of the relationship between the level of reflection development and the
development of human subjectivity on the basis of the type of subject-object life orientation characteristic of a person. It is
shown that respondents with developed reflection have a predominantly subjective life orientation characterised by an active
life position of a person to transform the external world, which is the basis for the manifestation of their subjectivity.
Respondents with underdeveloped reflection have an object life orientation, which implies an adaptive nature of interaction
with the external world, acceptance of external circumstances without an attempt to change them, which determines the lack of
an internal basis for the formation and development of subjectivity as a person's ability to transform external conditions.
