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Abstract

The relevance of the research is due to the increasing uncertainty surrounding career trajectories and the growing
importance of professional identity as a psychological resource for self-determination. The theoretical framework is based on J.
Marcia’s identity status model (diffusion, moratorium, pre-determined, and established identity). The aim of the study is to
identify the characteristics of life-meaning orientations among working adults aged 32-35 depending on the status of their
professional identity in the career and professional sphere, and to test the hypothesis that life-meaning orientations are less
pronounced in cases of career diffusion. The sample consisted of 150 working adults residing in Kazan. A semi-structured
status interview based on J. Marcia’s approach and D. A. Leontiev’s test of life-meaning orientations were used. Statistical
analysis was performed using IBM SPSS Statistics 31.0.2.0 (126) and included a test of assumptions, one-way ANOVA or
Welch’s ANOVA in the case of unequal variances, Tukey HSD/Games-Howell post-hoc comparisons, a planned contrast of
‘diffusion vs. other statuses’, an assessment of effect sizes, and correction for multiple comparisons using the Benjamini-
Hochberg method. The main results showed consistent differences between statuses on the overall measure of life meaning, the
‘Process’ and ‘Outcome’ scales; these differences were primarily due to lower scores in the career diffusion condition. On the
‘Goals’ scale, Welch’s ANOVA did not confirm any global differences; however, a planned comparison also revealed lower
scores among respondents exhibiting career diffusion. It was concluded that career diffusion is associated with a decline in a
number of life meaning indicators and can be regarded as a risk marker for insufficiently structured life goals and assessments
of life outcomes.
