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Abstract

This study analyzes the individual psychological characteristics of siblings and aims to expand our understanding of their
characteristics. The goal is to examine how older siblings perceive their family, what personality traits they display within it,
and what interpersonal communication styles they use. The study subjects were 20 students in grades 1-3 (ages 7-9) and 20
students in grades 9—11 (ages 15-17) with siblings with an age difference of 0 to 3 years. The group had an equal number of
subjects with siblings, the sample was balanced by gender (equal numbers of boys and girls), and all subjects were the eldest
children in the family. The subject of the study was ideas about family and the communication characteristics of older siblings
of different genders. The study hypothesis is based on the assumption that ideas about family and interpersonal communication
styles differ between older siblings of different genders. To assess family concepts, the authors used R. Gilles's method, with its
help they discovered the characteristics of family concepts and personality traits manifested in the family of primary school-
aged siblings, and T. Leary's method to analyze the characteristics of interpersonal communication styles in late adolescent
subjects. A comparison revealed that older female siblings of primary school age demonstrated stronger relationships with their
mother and friend, while older male siblings of primary school age prioritized their relationships with their father and
grandparents. No statistically significant differences were found in the study. Older female siblings in late adolescence
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demonstrated greater friendliness, altruism, authoritarianism, submissiveness, and suspicion, while older male siblings in late
adolescence demonstrated greater dependence. The authors suggest that these results, in addition to sibling attitudes, reflect the
specific ways in which gender stereotypes are internalized, but this hypothesis requires further testing.
