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Abstract

The article examines the Roman historian Tacitus’s attitude towards miracles, omens and prophecies as presented in
“Histories” and “The Annals”. Although this issue has recently attracted considerable attention from foreign scholars, it has
been understudied in Russian historiography. A terminological analysis of the concepts of “miracles”, “omens” and
“prophecies” in Tacitus’s works has been carried out, and these phenomena have been classified according to their nature and
character. It has been established that Tacitus contrasted omens and miracles, which were sent by the gods, with accidents and
events that occurred for natural reasons. Unlike the common people, who were prone to gullibility, the historian always
critically assessed the facts and the sources of these facts, and then, on this basis, determined for himself whether a particular
event could be considered an omen. Tacitus distinguished traditional Roman religious practices of divination and prophecy
from superstitions, to which he attributed Eastern beliefs, faith in astrologers’ predictions, and the people’s blind faith in omens
and miracles.
