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Abstract

This article examines the mediatranslation of US and UK images in the media event aspect of "internal politics" in
American, British and Spanish media. The aim of the research is to identify the most frequent thematic dominants in the
creation of images of the USA and the UK in the media event aspect of "internal politics" in American, British and Spanish
media communications. The analysis is carried out by means of qualitative research methods, using electronic versions of
articles selected from contemporary American (The New York Times, The Washington Post), British (The Guardian, The
Times) and Spanish media (El Pais, E1 Mundo) for the years 2020-2022. The aim of the work is implemented by applying the
complex method of lexical, semantic and stylistic analysis, interpretative analysis and comparative method. The scientific
novelty lies in the fact that for the first time the image of the modern state in the media aspect of "internal politics" in the
American, British and Spanish press in a comparative aspect is examined. The results obtained allowed to identify the most
frequent thematic dominants in the creation of the image of the USA and the UK, namely the images of former US President
Donald Trump and current US President Joe Biden and their performance, as well as the image of the US economy, the image
of Queen Elizabeth II, former Prime Ministers Boris Johnson and Liz Truss and the image of the UK economy.
